Dad and my two older brothers, John and Robed tap neighbors drove wagons and teams of horses
through. Mom, Ernest, myself, and two of my sist&lorence and Dorothy (a very young baby) camaitfh
on the train. When we got to the depot in Monta;eghere was a box wagon and team waiting to tek® our
new home in sub zero weather. Bill Bakes was theed He had put a lot of loose straw in the wagaod
blankets for us to wrap up in. That was a vergloald ride late in the evening after dark.

This was my first year of school that fall. Jamd Bob always said they had to drag me to school.

Those days most all farmers had chickens, duckgeese, milk cows, beef herd, hogs and horses. My
first chores were watering and feeding the chickBfigo 60 hens and about six roosters.

During 1925, 26 and 27 Dad and | were doing mb#t@farming ourselves on the 320 acres. In 1926
Dad got an International 10-20 tractor to plowcdisd harrow the ground. | was the operator ofrénetor.
Sure put a lot of time in with it. | was paid $d0@nonth for helping my folks farm from 1926 throut$8.

In 1928 | moved with my folks to a 100 acre farneanile north of Lake Cicott that they had purcllase
in the spring of 1926, and rented two years. Aftering to this farm in 1928. | rented some exgiraund in
the neighborhood and farmed it. Folks paid me@Smonth. May of 1928 | met a neighbor girl atatted
dating her some off and on as she was going théeacollege in Muncie, Indiana. Did some otheinggfor a
year of so and finally decided which one | wantédvas Mary Barr. She taught three terms, 19291330-31,
and 1931-32. We were married on February 20, 119&2deep year of the great depression. At thrad,ta
married girl was not hired, so no longer could &azh.

In the spring of 1932, we rented a 160 acre fawnéd by an insurance company) about five mileshsou
and west of where we live now. We borrowed $2 @0¢tart up farming. At that time we purchasedca team
of percheron mares, a walking cultivator, a walkphgw, a harrow, and a few other things. We bowagbbw
that raised us nine nice pigs.
